Purpose of Lapiole Culture: Lapiole is a culture designed to nurture beauty, respect, intimacy, consciousness and tenderness between two or more human beings who freely adopt it’s energy, values and traditions. It was created and continues to be developed by Dane Colby for this purpose and to date has allowed a small group of individuals to have peak life-time experiences consistent with its values.
Why Lapiole Vs. Western Culture: Western culture stands out in history for offering the gift of freedom for the individual to choose:

· Where and how to travel at what speed.

· Our beliefs and values

· Our relationship with the earth and our sense of spirit

· When, where and what type of food we consume
· How much we are indoors or out

· How we wish to express ourselves sexually

· Whether we spend our time alone, with another or in groups

· How we earn money and our income level

· What habits we wish to cultivate within the law

· Who our heroes are

· Where we look for our news and information

· The types of products we consume and their style

· The clothing we wear

In all these ways and more Western Culture provides us with the relative space as individuals to define who we want to be and how we want to express that. This freedom comes without a manual: Each person must decide which voices to listen to within themselves, the country and the world. However; the price we pay for such individuality and freedom is high in other areas. Many in the west lack a sense of deep belonging, acceptance, living spirituality and community. The very complexity of individual reality perception and creation often leads to misunderstanding and pain between two individuals who try and connect on more than a surface level. The result is often a greater number of shallow relationships which cannot be trusted and no one person or community that understands us fully, loves and accepts us as we are, and flows with our way of thinking and doing in the world.

Lapiole Culture does not preclude Western Culture. Rather it is  available to be freely chosen from within the vast range of possibility available to be chosen. It is defined by boundaries which both limit and expand the nature and expression of energy for the purpose of fulfilling it’s intention. 

There is a paradox within freedom that can best be expressed in two analogies: Our western culture gives us the freedom to live anywhere we choose. Once we have decided the areas we want to live we can then decide to rent, buy or trade. However we will not have a sense of home until we pick one house amidst all the millions of possible choices. The paradox of freedom is that if we choose to live our lives enjoying the freedom to pick any home at any moment, we give up and may never know the experience of actually having a home. Yet the allure of abstract freedom leaves many people in western culture skipping from partner to partner, home to home, and job to job without knowing many of the joys that are inherent within many more “limited” cultures in history and around the world. 

The other analogy which expresses this paradox is driving. We are often so accustomed to our freedom to drive, that we sometimes forget that shared agreements and limitations are what make driving safe and practical to do so. To illustrate this point, imagine getting onto a highway and seeing no yellow lines or signs of any kind and never being told which side of the road to drive on. Cars would be going every which way. And because there was no law everyone who wanted to go faster than a few miles an hour would risk injury to themselves and/or their vehicle. There would be arguments and driving would be so frustrating few people would bother owning a car. It is the simple law of having yellow lines divide the direction of the cars and the unilateral decree that all will drive on the right that allows millions of cars to pass within inches of one another at over 100mph with relative safety. In other words: clear, pre-established boundaries that are not up for individual negotiation can provide a safety and freedom of rapid movement that everyone can enjoy. Another word for a law or a tradition is:  “ritual.”
Ironically, the most efficient culture in the world in business and transportation is not as effective as the majority of third world tribes at establishing community and interpersonal depth. A big reason for this is that the highways of relationship are littered by seemingly directionless individuals all following their own values, pictures and methods of creating the relationships they hope to create. It is as if most of the people do not share enough in common for anyone to safely speed up and enter profound depths.

The Lapiole culture is a series of mutually agreed upon boundaries, values and rituals that can be freely chosen. Part of the reason for freely embracing boundaries is to heal pain associated with one or more of the following experiences on the rise within Western Culture: 

· Being cut off and lied to as soon as your truth makes a “friend”  uncomfortable. 

· Being betrayed and getting the message that you are the fool for expecting someone to keep the agreement they made.
· Having agreements broken without apology or re-negotiation.
· Have you been wounded by a close friend who did not understand your sensitivity in that area or vice versa?

· Wishing for a truly safe space for your inner child to play with your or another’s inner child and having no where to turn?

· Being asked “How are you?” by people who express annoyance and impatience if you give them a truthful answer?

· Do others hide behind “fine” when you ask them how they are doing?

· Are the endings and beginnings of most relationships filled with doubt, guessing, pain and humiliation due to uncertainty on how to behave?

· Do you want to be deeply loved but no one seems to know how or want to give that to you?

· Being told to “do whatever you want” only to be criticized later for your choices.

· Having your faults regularly highlighted so that you feel you are walking through a mine-field that is impossible to pass unscathed.

· Is the love you want to give thrown back at you without it being treasured?

· Are you punished because you were not psychic enough to know what a friend or lover wanted?

· Do you get mixed messages and confusing signals that leave you feeling safer keeping your tender and intimate sides to your self?

· Do you feel despair or hopeless at times about being able to create the kinds of experiences you want with another human being?

If you are disturbed enough by these experiences and the habits that help create them, or if you seek a deeper, truer form of connection than you are finding in our western world, you may appreciate the gifts which come naturally for those who embrace Lapiole habits fully, freely and consciously. On the positive side, you may value the depth, joy and freedom to be you that comes when two people experience freely relating within it’s cultural framework. 
What Is a Culture? A culture is formed by a series of unspoken and spoken agreements and habits, which are accepted by all. As an example: shaking hands with the unspoken agreement that doing so signifies greeting and/or the willingness to abide by an agreement negotiated just prior to hand-shaking. Very much like a biological culture, which is created to support certain bacteria in rapidly expanding, every social culture encourages some aspects of our human potential and discourages others. As an example, our western culture encourages men to like and talk about sports, while simultaneously discouraging crying and timidity. This is neither “right” nor “wrong,” but a reflection of the truth that the culture we choose for ourselves shapes who we are and how we experience ourselves and others.
Hand-shaking began when someone created this ritual. It caught on to a point where everyone in western culture knows how to hand-shake and what it means. On a macro level, we live within the boundaries of what is commonly understood and agreed upon. We do not have the liberty to decide to unilaterally change the meaning of a tradition and expect others to understand us. However on a micro-level, any group or two individuals has the freedom to design and create a culture to explore, express and cultivate the parts within themselves they value most.  
Lapiole Culture is a series of spoken and unspoken agreements with habits that are designed to cultivate experiences of consciousness, win/win, intimacy, beauty, harmony, safety, creativity, humor and healing. The cultural habits of Lapiole are one of many ways to nurture these energies, which may or may not work for you. It is also an incredibly powerful culture for those for whom these ideas resonate, allowing 80% of those who adopt this culture whole-heartedly to have some of the most profound, joyful and healing moments of their lives. 
It is ironic and counter-intuitive that our universe often works with energies in opposites. To use an example, many people wish to experience an abundance of money. The image of a giant waterfall of money just filling us effortlessly is often the way we fantasize about having money. Wouldn’t it be nice if somehow I just had all the money I wanted to do all I wanted to do? This image of freedom and flow is often juxtaposed with the reality that most millionaires plan, budget, save and pay attention to their money in a way that can feel extremely confining and limit many short-term choices. In other words, structure and discipline often lead to abundance and flow with time. 
I mention this paradox because many of the habits within the Lapiole culture require time, attention and discipline to cultivate, and yet paradoxically lead to more joy, intensity, presence, flow and harmony over time than the spontaneous path of least resistance. One must work hard to go against our programming sometimes in our process of discovering and learning a whole new program that allows us to create things impossible to imagine within our current frame of reference. 

Lapiole’s Cultural Roots: The Lapiole Culture draws its roots from several cultures:
· From modern business culture it takes a variety of analogies and tools to enable quantitative analysis of such things as the how much value is a relationship providing for both people in relation to the energy invested? 
· From eclectic artistic culture it takes the freedom to create without precedent for the sheer joy of doing so.

· From Asian culture it uses the art of ritual to create depth and peace from repetition. 
· From western new-age culture it uses structured communication to break unconscious patterns and bring about transparency and intimacy.
· From Darwinian earth culture it takes the challenge to continually re-invent relationships efficiently and beautifully to successfully compete for sustainable value among all other choices and possibilities. 
· From the cultures of ballet and martial arts it takes the idea of turning every exchange between two people as a form of art to be practiced, developed and explored.
· From the culture of movie making comes a perspective of relationship as a film that is co-written and co-acted, containing all of the power and freedom within that analogy.

· From the American “Can-Do” ethic comes a bias for action, creation and experimentation, with a willingness to be individual.
· From legal culture, it takes the awareness that every relationship exists within a spoken or unspoken framework of boundaries and agreements, leading to a respect for the art of crafting and communicating win/win agreements that allow both souls to blossom with integrity.

Life Purpose and Mythology of Lapiole’s: 
· The Lifetime Cycle of Birth, Growth, Death and Rebirth: Lapiole hold every encounter with another as part of a larger relationship spanning not only the lifetime, but throughout lifetimes. Every interaction and every relationship within a lifetime presents an opportunity for birth, growth and death. These are like the breaths: Inhaling, savoring and release. Each stage of relationship offers a different angle of experience through which to know and be known. In Lapiole culture one does not try and stop death when it is ready, for that is like holding a breath. Rather, in the cycle of life, a Lapiole will seek to have death at the right time and to be fully conscious of themselves and another in death. To face and choose death when it serves both people on their path of becoming conscious and fully loving self and others. It is with this in mind that endings are considered sacred and important to do cleanly. This is to leave a clear space for the next beginning. To use a computer analogy, people are containers of energy patterns and have the equivalent of USB ports to connect and disconnect with. When an ending occurs the cable that connects two people is unplugged. It can be plugged in again at any time. When there is deceit and a lack of integrity involved in an ending it makes the cycle of death and rebirth significantly harder because the USB port that is mangled must first be repaired before a clean and reliable connection can be re-established. 
· Life As a Game: Lapiole respect those who are born into bodies as courageous players in a high-stakes game. The rules of the game: Everyone must decide their own rules, live with the consequences of their actions, and decide the objective of their own game. Whether this choice is instinctive or conscious, the consequences are the same. Every human starts off learning how to play the game of survival, physically and then emotionally/mentally. Once a human figures out how to survive, they can play a variety of other games. Lapiole place significance on the moment a person recognizes their freedom to choose the game they play consciously, be that the game of being popular, the game of making lots of money, or the game of connecting with the divine. A master in Lapiole culture knows their game, plays it well, and develops it to a level of art in a way that expands the definition of the game itself. The greatest game in Lapiole Culture is the game of conscious total  acceptance and love for self, another, and all possibility in a way that brings wisdom, humor, power and healing.
· Gods and Goddesses on Earth: Lapiole believe in a loving, creative higher consciousness. They believe that the reason human freedom is respected, with all of its consequential joy and suffering is so that each human being has the possibility of becoming the equivalent of divine powerful beings themselves. The freedom to create one’s own game and rules is consistent with that intent.
· Spirit and Form: Two Poles of Divinity The Lapiole recognize two poles of divinity: On the one hand the earth and on the other: non-physical spirit. The earth has created an eco-system of vitality, creativity and balance for billions of years through an ego-less program of giving life to excellence, vitality and creativity and death to the opposite. In this way every form supports one another in reaching their full potential. The lion removes sick and slower deer from the gene pool. The eagle removes the rabbits who lack awareness from the gene pool, encouraging vision. On the other hand, spirit gives of itself to help the weak, the needy. These two forces balance themselves within human beings: The strong which gives of itself to the weak and the strong which preys on the weak. In physical form, if spirit becomes all, the planet ceases to grow. The strong feed the weak, who do not grow, and the vitality of the earth suffers. If earth consciousness becomes all, there is no space for love or care within the human heart: only instinctual fight or flight. Lapiole believe that part of wisdom is balancing out these two forces.
· Loving Oneself and Another Fully and Consciously: Lapiole’s believe that love is the experience we have when we connect harmoniously with someone or something else. As such, love is not only a beautiful experience but a mechanical link that is possible between all things. Lapiole see everything as energy, which can be channeled both creatively and destructively. Lapiole have the ultimate ideal of finding a way to constructively love all people and all things to create the ultimate synergy of energy and form. While this dream can never fully be realized in human form, Lapiole believe that by holding this ideal, we can begin a journey that will continue for all time and which leads to a reality in which all division is healed. Lapiole’s also believe that the entire universe is mirrored inside each person. Thus the sacred path of Lapiole’s is one of understanding, loving, accepting and healing every aspect of division within themselves.
· The Paradox of Destiny and Freedom: Lapiole believe that they are guided by destiny to become all that we can be: to embody the God/Goddess light and support the divine in becoming even more. Lapiole also believe that nothing changes unless one or more human beings decide to make a change, and that every human has freedom to make that choice or not. Lapiole dance within this Paradox by choosing to consciously open themselves to the beauty of divinity through their imagination and then choosing to reflect that in their lives in bite-sized pieces. Lapiole see the earth as a gray rendition of the beauty within the Divine and understand their roles as artisans learning to create in the density of matter. 
· Full Potential as the Basis for Love, Gratitude and Power: Lapiole’s respect every human beings freedom and right to realize their full dark and light potential. As such, every being has the potential to destroy all life on earth, to kill and to hurt. Or to bring peace and unity to earth. Each person has the freedom to develop skills that bring power to positively and negatively affect all things. Lapiole understand that this freedom provides not only the potential for pain, rage, hate and grief, but of gratitude, joy, healing and love. It is the very freedom of every human being to do anything that allows us to see our goodness, beauty and divinity in so many instances. When we deny our potential to hurt one another, Lapiole believe that we suppress an energy we then force to express in the world to realize the truth. It is only when we truly appreciate the right and freedom of each person to impact us however they choose, that we appreciate the full beauty of those who willingly choose to bring us love.
How to Get Started: Lapiole culture can be introduced into your life as a whole or in pieces, with or without a conscious partner. To introduce a piece, simply invite that habit into the relationship or start doing it yourself. The best way to explore the culture fully, or develop your own culture is to find a conscious partner to practice with. Simply read through together, refine any of the rituals and make it your own. 

The Challenge of Trust and Discipline: In most cultures, the fear of loneliness, humiliation, and looking bad, combines with the desire for love and connection to insure that the cultural norms are maintained. No one wants to be the odd one out. In a micro-culture it is just the opposite: You are the odd ones out, breaking away from cultural norms to explore a new way of being together. If you go unusually deep quickly, or are unusually transparent, you risk being humiliated rather than rewarded – particularly if your partner is not worthy of your trust in confidentiality or keeping agreements. This is part of why Lapiole culture explores our weaknesses as well as our strengths so you can see one another clearly. It is also important to understand that it does take discipline and care to override existing programming to practice a new way of being. It may be important for you to explore during vacation time, a weekend, or when you have very few pressures in order to give the attention needed to not just follow a pattern but develop a new one.  

Ritual Forms of Lapiole Culture:

Birth, Development, Death: Every interaction and every relationship goes through each of these three stages. 

Mathematical equation: Birth + Development + Death = Relationship

The magic is that while every activity has it’s beginning, middle and end, infinite ways of expressing those can fill in the blank spaces that wait. 
Birth: In Lapiole culture, birth begins by seeking a mutuality of intent: 
· “I want to get to know you

· “I want to make time to do…

· “I want to connect with you in this way…

“Do you share my intention? And if not, what is your intention?” If there is no shared intention that can be found, there is no beginning to a relationship or activity. 

Once an intention is found it may need to be clarified:

· “What makes this valuable to you?

· “What details are important to you?

· “What I picture happening if I were watching our movie is…

· “What do you need to make this work well for you?”

When these are understood, space needs to be created to hold the experience:

· “When is a good time for you?

· “Where is a good location?

Defining time and space is necessary for every interaction. Boundaries are also always present and can be helpful to articulate: 

· “My diet consists of…

· “I prefer not to be touched at all on a first date unless I initiate…

· “I’d like to wear dress up…

· “I don’t want to spend more than $30.00 this week on going out to eat…”

In Lapiole culture it is considered preferable to explore these things ahead of time while they are still in conceptual form. Shifts and problem solving is easier conceptually than physically. For example, it is easier to know the diet and menu of a restaurant on-line and pick another, than it is to find a restaurant at short notice when you both arrive there. Trouble-shooting tensions in the relationship preemptively allows both people to look forward to a good time with confidence. 
Development: Once an interaction has been born in shared intent within two people’s minds, Lapiole use discipline to prepare for it. It is considered appropriate to allow space before-hand to be open to receive the experience. In some ways one is stepping into the role of the script you have established, but continue to improvise along the way. 

Lapiole pay attention to body language, words and tone to check in: 

· “How are you feeling about our plan?

· “On a 1-10 scale how much are you enjoying our experience?

· “What would make it even more valuable to you?

· “I did not check with you about this thing… Let me see you in this area so I can respect you.

· “Is there anything you wish me to know about you in this context?”

Answering all these questions oneself and asking them of another brings awareness into the roles you have agreed to play with one another. 

The Time of Birth: A Lapiole begins with feeling the energy between themselves and another. As a musical note combining with another note, there will be a resonance or a discord that has nothing to do with morality, but simply reflects the compatibility level at that particular time. Lapiole listen to the truth of their experience of harmony and discord without blame, comparison or promises of the future. Every person and every note changes its tones with time and what is beautiful today may be jarring tomorrow or vice versa. A Lapiole respects the truth of the moment by continuing to listen and by honoring what they hear. 
A Lapiole understands that there are several ingredients to a clear and beautiful birth: 

· The energetic music must be clear

· Both people must freely choose to create space to explore

· Compatibilities must be discovered and/or created

· A container with clear expectations and agreement must be co-created to hold the energies exchanged. This container of relationship needs to be strong enough and valuable enough to both people to withstand the force of all other possibility that either person could use to dissolve the container at any time.

 
To begin a Lapiole will directly let the person they feel some resonance know that they are interested and available. This is done verbally to insure there is no misunderstanding. The purpose is to get a clear yes or no about the interest level in connecting and to ascertain if the harmony is mutual: “Are you open and available to explore a connection with me?” 
The etiquette of Lapiole Culture Naturally eliminates many of the habits and energies listed above:
· Lapiole’s consciously choose to spend more time with fewer people to create deeper intimacy and complex relationships. Lapiole’s understand that spending 1-2 hours a month with someone in most cases allows either for a shallow or a very narrow deep relationship without a lot of variety. As a result Lapiole’s say “no” if they are not willing to give a relationship the time and energy to explore it’s potential, to protect the deeper relationships they already have. 
· Lapiole’s recognize that it takes as much time to schedule a day together as it does to schedule a 45 minute lunch, and prefer the more organic flow that is possible when time is not as compressed. They will tend to create fewer, longer engagements.
· Lapiole begin the exploration of a new relationship by  making time for a ritual of seeing and being seen. Lapiole’s understand that until we are known not only in our values but in our wounds and preferences, it leaves harmony and win/win to chance. A Lapiole places great care and value in consciously considering their partner first by seeing them and then by acting considerately around them. This ritual of seeing and being seen includes:

· Understanding what love looks like for both people in detail.

· Understanding what things cause the most pain for one another physically, mentally and emotionally.

· Understanding areas support is needed and welcome and what that support looks like.

· Understanding logistics of one another’s lives, along with ways those logistics affect a relationship. 

· Understanding what joy looks like in both the relationship and the meta-relationship. What are the activities that each person enjoys but also what are the preferences for speech, touch and pacing during those activities. 

· A spontaneously initiated Lapiole interaction begins with checking in and creating container:

· Is this a good time to connect?

· How long will we connect for?

· Would you enjoy doing……

Only when these things are agreed to does a Lapiole fill that container with information and energy. In this way Lapiole are fully present for the giving and receiving of mutual energy.

· Lapiole understand that all energy can be destructive or constructive depending on how it is worked with. As a result, the more heavy and intense the energy, the more care a Lapiole will take in creating a strong, safe container to hold and work with that energy. A Lapiole might initiate such a container by saying such things as: “I would really like to vent some self pity for half an hour. Are you willing to listen to me bitch and stroke me gently, while saying soothing words, regardless of how irrational my complaints are? If not now, is there a time that would work well for you?” Lapiole enjoy the reciprocal healing and release that comes from such rituals and feel it is an honor to hold space for intense energy, dark and light.
· Lapioles respect the fact that every human being has boundaries. They understand that every person has limits to what their body can tolerate, to the amount of money they have, their skill level, attention span and many other things at any given moment. As with a bridge which has a bearing load, Lapiole’s make an effort to understand their capacity to engage in different ways, and to let others know these limits up front as the basis for forming real win/win agreements. 

· The heart of Lapiole culture is a genuine wish for win/win relationships. This includes supporting each person to be the person they want and choose to be. This begins with understanding and being understood, and continues with check-ins to confirm verbally and/or non-verbally that the relationship does indeed serve this purpose.

· It is understood by Lapiole’s that consciousness often brings greater freedom to choose. As a result Lapiole’s ritually slow down many interactions to infuse them with awareness. This is often done by putting things into words, by introducing ritual to an interaction to heighten awareness, or by pausing prior to responding.

· The first responsibility of every Lapiole is to take the time and patiently build self knowledge. A Lapiole understands that if they do not know what is right for them, engaging with others may bring as much harm as good. Lapiole’s therefore engage in personal and group rituals of questioning and answering designed to bring clarity and energy to the path that is right for them.

· Lapiole’s understand that masculine and feminine energy exists within both men and women. It is therefore accepted that the role between men and women will be individually negotiated based on what works for each relationship. Sometimes a man or a woman may initiate connection in whatever way serves their goal. Sometimes a woman and at other times a man will pay various expenses associated with the relationship. A discussion about such preferences is initiated early on to insure compatibility. 
· Sexually, in Lapiole culture there is an understanding that what is real between to people is the basis of relating. At times a couple or group may want monogamy, or celibacy, while at other times they may want a variety of partners. There is an expectation that these preferences may continue to change over time and are not necessarily linked to domestic arrangements – particularly when raising a child is concerned. 
· In Lapiole culture, parenting is a life-time commitment to engage in ways that supports the child. It is not linked to personal love, sexuality or even specific domestic arrangements. Similarly, the commitment to be a lover or to share a home is just this. The roles may or may not overlap. It is a clear framework of conscious agreements which holds each relationship in an agreed upon container. 

· Lapiole’s understand that within each human being are many voices, each holding sway to varying degrees at different times. These voices are called “Persona,” and a Lapiole knows that they might act, feel and think very differently depending on the dominant persona that is present. This awareness is used to talk about self in such terms as: “I hear this part of me that wants XXX and feels XXX and thinks XXX and then there is another part that wants, thinks and feels very differently. Understanding that not all the voices in any human being will fit well with all the voices in another, an effort is made to discover which personas in you relate optimally with the resulting personas in a partner. 
· A Lapiole takes the responsibility to be visible as a key responsibility in any relationship by asking themselves these questions:

· On a 1-10 scale how valuable is what is happening in this moment to me and my partner each?

· What would need to change for this moment to be a 10 for us both?

· Does my partner know what I want and what my boundaries are in this moment and vice versa?

· Does my partner see what could cause me pain or joy in this moment and vice versa?

· What would I have to ask or say to insure that both of these questions are a strong “Yes!” in this moment.

· Lapiole take a direct approach to relationships unless directly agreed otherwise. It is considered courteous to ask such things as: “How do you like to handle money on romantic outings?” rather than guess or manipulate with hints.
· In Lapiole every true perspective is valid. There is not a focus on changing one another’s perspective, as much as learning and/or picking relationships with people who have perspectives which are supportive to our own personal path.

· Great value in Lapiole culture is put on experience. Plans are made, check ins are made, and plans change by mutual consent.

· Touch is a continuum in Lapiole culture with boundaries that are clearly established and agreed throughout the relationship. Any expectation is discussed openly in advance, seeking a win/win or appropriate distance if one cannot be found.

· In Lapiole culture there is a saying: “Who I will be tomorrow is wiser than I am today. Therefore I will not promise what tomorrow will look like from the eyes that I will be. I can only promise what is true for me now and agree to inform you when things change.”
Shifting to Lapiole Culture can be dis-orienting, painful, and in some cases like breaking an addiction. This is a key reason that structure is such a key part of the Lapiole Culture initially.
